Interconnecting existing  
12.5 kV circuits for 
redundancy and enhanced 
outage restoration.

Building new circuits to 
add capacity and increase 
redundancy through 
additional circuit ties.

Installing modernized 
protective devices 
and upgrading various 
substation components.

Enhancing switchgear 
components at coastal 
substations with more 
protective housing to 
mitigate effects of increased 
salt in the environment.

Adding additional mobile 
substations to the fleet for 
redundancy and emergency 
backup capacity in the event 
of significant power outages.
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Locations for enhancements are data-driven and determined by historical outage patterns 
for maximum benefit.
