 Manage classroom behavior and resolve conflicts in a positive and respectful manner.

 Keep track of materials and ensure supplies are stocked and organized. 

 Assist in setting up and cleaning up art areas before and after activities. 

 Maintain clear communication with camp leadership and parents regarding camper 
progress and any issues. 

 Ensure a safe environment for children by following camp safety protocols.

 Experience working with children aged 5 to 13 is preferred. 

 Background or interest in arts, crafts, and creative education. 

 Ability to eƯectively communicate and inspire children. 

 Strong organizational skills and ability to manage multiple projects.

 Previous teaching or camp counselor experience is a plus.
